The Tier I Monitoring Tool shows that instruction aligns to the
pacing guides 86% of the time, Tier I instructional materials
are being used 72% of the time, and instructional materials
support the standard 98% of the time.

We will continue to monitor PLC agendas and minutes. The
Math Strategist is working with 3rd-5th grade educators to
supplement the pacing guides with daily practice and Number
Talks.

The Tier I Monitoring Tool shows that instruction aligns to the
pacing guides 79% of the time, Tier I instructional materials
are being used 66% of the time, and instructional materials
support the standard 9% of the time.

February Next Steps/Need

We have seen a dip in both use of the pacing guides and Tier I
Instructional materials, but a slight increase in materials
supporting the standard. We will continue to monitor PLC
agendas and minutes and focus on collecting data around
pacing guides and Tier I materials, followed by targeted
questions presented to educators during PLCs.

We have continue to explore options for redeeming points on a
monthly basis. We have created an onboarding process for new
scholars and are working on creating a brochure for families.
Panorama Data shows that scholars respond positively to
Sense of Belonging questions 68% of the time, and 8% drop
from the Fall data.

February Next Steps/Need

We have had around 75 scholars join our school since Count
Day, resulting in some culture shifts and a loss of sense of
belonging. We will need to work to address these gaps,
including onboarding new scholars and families and putting
supports in place for educators, scholars, and families to
request assistance adjusting to a new learning environment.
